Advent does not require you to shop. No
decorations are even needed. It doesn't matter what
foods you prepared or songs you sing. Advent is a
state of heart.

The frenzy around us will give us a different
message. We must jingle! We must shop til we drop,
and spend more than we can afford! We must feast
and frolic! We must... we should...

If we live the lives we claim as disciples of
Jesus, we are not the same as the world outside at
this season. I'm not calling you to Ebeneezer
Scrooge your way into January! But instead of
frenzy, center and focus, live radical hospitality,
radical generosity of spirit, radical strength and
courage to honestly express the deep hope that IS
Christmas. That's the Truth of the season.

And to the extent you can, take such radical
discipleship one step further. Consider giving to
God's work through UMC Plano a tenth of what you
will give wrapped in paper and bows. If not a tenth,
what you are able, so that through our ministries,
others may come to know the Truth of this season.
